609/11/11 – The Clerk was asked to invite the residents of Victoria Street to the next

 611/11/11 – The Clerk read out the reply from the Police regarding the closure of 

Wheelton Station – The members agreed that we should write again and include a copy 
of the Brindle PC newsletter which states the closure had already been decided in 
September and not as stated in the letter.
